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FirstNet News

e We held the quarterly SPOC webinar on 7/9, with topics of discussion including
updates on our acquisition process and roadmap milestones, an overview of the second
and third notices for public comment, and data collection/consultation planning and
milestones. Participants included representatives from forty-one states and
territories. The presentation deck is available on the FirstNet website.

e Last week, FirstNet conducted the North Dakota and the Immigration and Customs
Enforcement (ICE) initial consultation meetings. We also attended and presented at the
FEMA Region 4 - Regional Emergency Communications Coordination Working Group
meeting and at the Oregon City/County Management Association (OCCMA) Summer
Conference.

e This week, FirstNet will attend and present at the National Association of Counties
(NACo) Annual Conference.

e FirstNet will be in Illinois on 7/14 and Alabama on 7/15 for initial state
consultation meetings. Thirty-eight consultation meetings have been held to date
involving more than 2,200 public safety representatives. There are 14 additional initial
state consultation meetings scheduled for later this year: Georgia (7/21), Tennessee
(7/23), California (7/28-30), Pennsylvania (8/4), Hawaii (8/11-12), American Samoa
(8/13-14), Indiana (8/26), Michigan (9/1), New Jersey (9/3), Alaska (9/9), Arizona
(9/15), Oklahoma (10/7), CNMI (10/20), and Guam (10/22). An updated schedule can
be viewed on the website tracker.

News from the PSAC, States and Territories

e Last week, conference calls were held with the PSAC Executive Committee and the
Tribal Working Group (TWG). This week, the Early Builder Working Group (EBWG)
will have a conference call.

e FirstNet presented to the Board of Advisors of the United Tribes Technical College
(UTTC) in Bismarck, North Dakota on 7/10. The chairmen and chairwoman of six of the
seven tribes located in the state were present. Earlier in the week, a number of
meetings with different divisions of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe were held.
